In fact, you could say we
experienced all types of weather in the course of the 9 days of the tabir.

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CANBERRA STANYTSIA “WHITE WOLVES” HIKE

Canberra Stanytsya End of Year Hike
December 2010

On December 16th, the White Wolves (Bili Vovky) hurtok from
Canberra set out on an overnight hike into the wild and secluded
southernmost reaches of Namadgi National Park. The trail, one of
the most remote in the park, takes hikers to various abandoned and
ruined homesteads that

Organized and led by st. pl.

Roksolana Suchowerska,

the plastuny met at the
border between the ACT and Cooma-Monaro Shire just before midday and set
off. The day had started ominously enough with a thunderstorm pelting the
region in the morning but the decision was made to continue on. Luckily, the
skies cleared and the hikers were treated to a fantastically beautiful day, perfect
for hiking. The first stop was the Westerman Homestead, an old ruin that has
been buttressed by volunteers. From there, the trail led to Waterhole Hut,
another buttressed ruin, and further into a broad grassy valley.

Along the way, podruha Roksolana gave a quick hutirka on how to read
topographic maps and judge your walking speed. Whenever a break was called
the yunaky were made to approximate their position and note the time of day.
From this, they could extrapolate how fast they were walking and how long it
would take to reach their destination.

As the hike progressed, we were greeted by a large mob of kangaroos. We saw
theseintermittently until we reached our destination for the day. After some brief
exploring by Anthea and Adrian, it was decided to set up camp near a clutch of
trees just out of sight of the main trail next to a rusted fence and some large
rocks. Not too far away there was a creek, running well from the earlier rain, and
a mob of kangaroos gathered under another clutch of trees.

Before night set in, podruha Roksolana asked the yunaky to build a vatra and
after nightfall, it was lit. However, lighting the vatra proved exceedingly difficult as
most of the material around was still slightly damp from the rain. It took some
creative use of the gas stove to get it going but finally, the White Wolves
prevailed. However, these were not the only wolves in the park that night. As the
night wore on, the baying of wild dogs in the hills filled the darkness.

The night was bitterly cold but the White Wolves persevered through it. In the
morning, once the gear had been packed up, we set off again on a short hike to
our pick-up point. Along the way, our solitude was broken by another mob of
kangaroos and a park ranger inspecting the trail in a 4WD. After a short distance,
we reached Boboyan Homestead, now just a chimney. Not long after, we
reached Boboyan Road, entered our journey in the park log book and were
picked up. A fine hike to end the year.

The summer camp for Plast
Victoria sizzled with happiness
and fun from its beginning on 26
December 2010 to the very end
on 2 January 2011.

During the raid, the kids were
woken up in the middle of the
night and played night games
with with their torches under
the light of the brilliant night
sky.

“Yalynka” (Ukrainian Christmas
Feast) being held for the second
time running at camp (in the past
it was held at the Ukrainian Hall
in Essendon in the weeks after
Christmas). Both the kids and
guests took part in the concert
and feasting on kutya, varenyky
and borsch in celebration of the
coming of the birth of Christ.

From me and on behalf of our
camp's leadership group, | would
like sincerely to thank all parents
and other helpers who gave a
hand at camp—whether in the
kitchen or in any other capacity—
and all leaders, without whom the
camp would indeed be
impossible, and finally all the
kids!
